iptables2 ist eine Firewall Einrichtungen bei Ubuntu oder Debian. Eine vereinfachte Version ist ufw .

sudo apt-get update // Software update starten.
sudo -s // root Rechte erlangen, Sie missendas root Passort eingeben.
apt-get install ufw // Startet die Installation von ufw

Die Einstellungen werden in folgenden drei Dateien gespeichern:

1. /etc/ufw/before.rules
2. /var/lib/ufw/user.rules (oder /lib/ufw/user.rules - in welche auch die in der Kommandozeile

definierten Regeln persistiert werden)
3. /etc/ufw/after.rules
